The Quebec Population Health Survey is coming to Eeyou Istchee!
What is it?

The Quebec Population Health Survey (QPHS) includes questions on physical and mental health, lifestyle habits and factors that can affect health. It aims to provide an up-to-date overview of the health and well-being of the people of Eeyou Istchee. The survey is being administered in Eeyou Istchee by the Institut de la statistique du Québec (ISQ), on behalf of the Cree Health Board (CHB). 
When is it?

The survey will be done in 4 separate sessions over one year, beginning in June 2014.  Around 500 people will be contacted for each session
What for?

The Québec Population Health Survey is designed to provide an up-to-date health profile of our communities. It will therefore help the Cree Health Board and the Cree communities to learn what services people need or will need in the coming years, so we can offer the best health care service possible to the people of Eeyou Istchee. 
What is my role?
You can help the Cree Health Board address the future health needs of the people of Eeyou Istchee! 

2,000 Eeyouch aged 15 and over will be invited to participate in the survey. If you are selected, you will receive a letter from the ISQ with further information. 
How was I selected?

Your name was randomly selected from files of the Régie de l'assurance maladie du Québec (RAMQ). The Commission d'accès à l'information du Québec authorized the RAMQ to send your contact information to ISQ.
Am I obliged to participate?

Participation in the survey is voluntary, so you do not have to take part if you do not wish to. However, your participation is important: you will be helping the Cree Health Board to design services and programs to improve miyupimaatisiiun among our people. 
Is my privacy protected?

The Act respecting the Institut de la statistique du Québec guarantees the confidentiality of all collected data and your privacy. Only duly sworn ISQ staff will have access to the detailed information that will be collected. All survey results are confidential and anonymous, so no-one will be able to identify any participant. Only overall results on all participants will be disseminated.
How do I learn about the results of the survey? 
The results will be disseminated in various publications which you can access on the respective website of the ISQ and of the CHB beginning in 2016

Can I fill out the questionnaire on behalf of my child or spouse/partner?

The questionnaire is personal and can only be filled out by the person who was selected for the survey.
What is the ISQ?

The ISQ is the Quebec entity whose mandate is to produce, analyze and disseminate official statistics. The ISQ has a hub of highly qualified experts in the domain of social statistics so the Quebec Ministry of Health and Social Services and the Quebec Health Regions, including Eeyou Istchee, have mandated the ISQ to administer the survey in order to ensure the Quebec Population Health Survey is of the highest possible quality.
