Alpha Radiation: One of three types of radiation that comes from uranium.  It can be 

stopped by a layer of paper or our skin. In the past this type of 
radiation caused some uranium miners to get lung cancer.

A licence must be obtained from the federal 
government to develop a uranium mine and a licence is also 
required from Quebec for any type of mine.
